Hold the marking template (F) provided against the wall where you want to install your AV
equipment, mark four holes for drilling.
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Using a power drill and a 5/16" masonry drill bit, drill mounting holes of 5/16" (8 mm) diameter
and 2.2" (55 mm) depth at the marked locations in the previous step.

3 Place concrete anchors (P-B) in each hole. Tap each anchor flush with the wall using a hammer.

Using a proper Phillips screwdriver, mount the wall plate (C) and fasten them with the provided
lag bolts (P-A).

Assembling the Glass Holder and the Connecting Piece

Installing the Glass Holders to the Wall Plate

Insert the glass holder along the wall plate rail,
then slide it down to the desired position.

If adjustment is necessary, loosen screws
P-C with allen key P-F, slide the glass
holder to the desired position then tighten
screws again to secure.
